Subject:	Cleaning procedures for blood-stained laundry








The purpose of this memo is to communicate to all rescue members the Department of EMS's current policy on cleaning procedures for blood-stained laundry.





When a non-hospital-restockable item of laundry gets contaminated with blood, use the following procedure.  Non-hospital-restockable laundry items include uniform parts, turnout gear, personal clothing, fire blankets, etc.  Laundry that can be restocked from the hospital should simply be left at the hospital as usual.





PROCEDURE:  Place the item in a red biohardard bag.  Seal the bag.  Prominently label the bag "FIRE PROGRAMS LAUNDRY".  Indicate on the label the contents of the bag, nature of contamination, person or unit to whom it belongs, and date of contamination.  Place the bag on the floor near the O2 and Ready Lockers.  Notify the duty officer, other available officer, or 951.





The laundry will be taken in 928 to Fire Programs to be washed in their stainless-steel washing machine.





Eventually a stainless-steel washing machine will be installed at Station 9 for the same purpose.
