





POLICY STATEMENT





Subject:	Utilization of Unit 928



Date:	22 October 1993





1.	RUNNING ERRANDS



Any member who has been released as a driver (i.e., with no blue stripe on his or her ID card) may drive Unit 928 Code 3 to perform nonemergency squad or department-related errands, at the approval of an operational officer (950-series).  It is NOT necessary or desireable to notify the dispatcher when using 928 for such purposes - it will only cause confusion.



Members not released as drivers may not drive 928.



2.	RESPONDING TO CALLS



Any member to whom a radio number has been issued (limited at this time to 930-949, 950-959, and 970-999), and who has been released as a driver, may respond Unit 928 Code 3, Code 2, or Code 1 to act in a capacity consistent with the meaning of such radio number.  That is, released squad truck technicians may respond to squad truck calls to act as squad truck technicians; Cardiac Technicians and Paramedics who have been released to drive zone cars may respond to ALS calls to act as ALS technicians; operational officers in the 950-series may respond to incidents requiring incident management to act in an incident-management capacity.



When used in this manner, the driver should sign on with the dispatcher using his or her personal radio number.  Try NOT to mention 928 during emergency responses - it will just confuse the dispatcher.



Members without assigned radio numbers may not drive 928 Code 1 or Code 2.



3.	IMPLEMENTATION
