Subject:	Patronization of movie theaters while on duty








1.	On-duty personnel may patronize movie theaters at Kempsriver Crossing Shopping Center or elsewhere in their first due area, provided that the following procedures are adhered to:





1.	Lock all doors and compartments.  Turn the batteries off.





2.	Contact the dispatcher BY PHONE.  Tell her where you are and give her a phone number where you can be reached in case of radio failure.  A phone usually answered by theater employees is acceptable as long as the dispatcher or the theater employees have been told which movie you will be watching.  A cellular phone number is acceptable, but only when you do not expect to receive other calls.  Pay phone and commercial pager numbers are unacceptable.





3.	Monitor the EMS COMMAND channel using a pager and earphone.  Turn off all other radios.  Step into the hallway or lobby before making transmissions.





4.	Policy Statement 93�11�12�01 prohibits patronization of movie theaters during cold weather.
