Subject:	House Rules





It shall be the policy of the Kempsville Rescue Squad that all squad members shall show due regard for the safety, security, happiness, and general well-being of all authorized occupants and visitors of any fire and/or rescue station in which such squad members may find themselves.



To that end, the following specific rules shall be observed:



1.	No member shall host any visitor in the station between the hours of 2300 and 0700.



2.	No member shall receive any phone calls, except for those of an emergency nature, between the hours of 2300 and 0700.



Remember that the weather-proof phone outside the back door can be used to place and receive phone calls without bothering others.



If you have reason to expect emergency incoming phone calls at such hours, and the outside phone is unusable or weather conditions are very poor, you must stay close enough to an inside phone to answer it on the first ring.



3.	No member shall reveal any building access code or lock combination to any nonmember; nor shall any member allow keys, security codes, passwords, etc., to be used by nonauthorized personnel.



4.	No member shall enter into the firefighters' bunkroom unescorted or without the prior permission of an officer of the Fire Department; nor shall any member enter into any firefighter's personal locker or other personal space.



5.	Any member who is about to leave a station unoccupied shall secure all doors before leaving.



6.	Members shall at all times monitor the noise level so as not to cause undue annoyance to other personnel.



This policy shall become effective upon approval of the Squad Commander.
