Subject:	Initial On-Scene Equipment Breakout








It shall be the policy of the Kempsville Rescue Squad that, upon arrival at the scene of each call, ambulance crews shall break out portable equipment in accordance with the Department's mission statement.





To this end, the following procedures are enacted:





1.	For all calls, the ambulance crew shall break out the primary first-aid kit ("jump bag").





2.	In addition, for all calls known to involve pediatric patients, BLS ambulance crews shall break out the BLS pediatric kit, and, if possible, the Broselow Bag; ALS ambulance crews shall break out the Broselow Bag.





3.	In addition, the ambulance crew shall break out the portable suction unit for all calls involving seizures, breathing difficulties, chest pains, unconscious subjects, major trauma, etc.





4.	In addition, BLS ambulance crews shall break out the automatic defibrillator for all calls involving breathing difficulty, chest pains, and unconscious subjects.  ALS ambulance crews shall break out the monitor/defibrillator for such calls.





5.	In addition, for all calls in large buildings such as nursing homes and shopping malls, the ambulance crew shall load such portable equipment on the stretcher and break out the stretcher.
