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It shall be the policy of the Kempsville Rescue Squad that, when standing scheduled duties, and when otherwise manning a unit to standby for an event or to standby for calls in general, all squad members shall be in an appropriate uniform.





The phrase "appropriate uniform" is defined in the following paragraphs.  Final determination of what constitutes an appropriate uniform shall be made by the Squad Commander.





All uniform parts shall be clean and in good condition.





HATS:  A hat is optional.  If worn, it shall be in the style of a baseball cap; shall be dark blue, black, forest green, or white;  shall have the text "KEMPSVILLE", or "KEMPSVILLE RESCUE SQUAD", or "KEMPSVILLE VOLUNTEER RESCUE SQUAD", or "RESCUE", or "EMS", or an indication of the wearer's medical certification, or the number "9", or a Star of Life, or a Kempsville Rescue Squad logo, or any combination of these, or no text or emblem.





SHIRTS:  Acceptable shirts are limited to squad-issued white button-up dress shirts and squad-issued white golf shirts.  Squad-issued green golf shirts should be worn for crash truck duties.  Department-issued shirts should be worn for EMS�5 duties, except by probationary EMS�5 personnel.





The squad-issued white button-up dress shirts shall have the following features:  a Commonwealth of Virginia EMT patch on the right sleeve (which must have any rockers appropriate to the certification of the wearer), or a National Registry EMT patch (EMTs only), or a National Registry Paramedic "glitter" patch (Paramedics only); epaulets; right and left breast pockets; and a Kempsville Rescue Squad logo on the back.  The left sleeve may only have a City of Virginia Beach Department of EMS patch (or related older patch), preferrably with a "KEMPSVILLE VOL." rocker.  A Kempsville Rescue Squad metal badge or lookalike patch may be worn on the left breast above the pocket.  A nameplate may be worn on the right breast, touching or no more than one quarter of an inch above the right pocket.  Rank insignia, medical certification insignia, or Stars of Life may be worn on the collars.  Check city policy for proper alignment of rank insignia, and for proper placement of ID cards.





The squad-issued golf shirts come complete with the following features, all of which must be in good condition:  a left breast pocket with graphic; and a standard or customized squad logo on the back.





UNDERSHIRTS:  Undershirts shall be in the style of a short or long-sleeve T-shirt or turtle neck and shall be white, dark blue, black, gray, or green.  Undershirts are strongly suggested for use with dress shirts.





SWEATERS/SWEATSHIRTS:  A sweater or sweatshirt is optional.  If worn, it shall be in the style of a military sweater, or it shall be a squad-approved sweater or sweatshirt, and shall be dark blue, olive, or black (except for squad-approved sweatshirts).  Members are encouraged to duplicate the sleeve patches and left breast patch of their dress shirt onto military sweaters.  Wearing a sweater does not negate the requirement to wear an approved shirt.





PANTS:  Pants shall be in the style of "Dickies" (i.e., work pants), and shall be dark blue, straight cut, and unpleated.  Pants may have side, thigh, and/or ankle pockets in the style of Battle Dress Uniforms (BDU's).  The appropriate color for pants shall be black for crash truck duties.  Shorts are not appropriate unless specifically allowed by the Squad Commander for certain special events.





BELTS:  Belts are required, and should be black or dark blue.  Brown belts are allowed but are not suggested.





JUMPSUITS:  Forest green jumpsuits shall only be appropriate under the following circumstances:  for nighttime duties; for temporary use by personnel who were not expecting to stand duty, and only until appropriate shirt and pants can be obtained; and for temporary use by personnel who are dispatched to a call while in the shower.





Jumpsuits, if desired, shall be purchased at the squadmember's own expense.





The jumpsuits come complete with the following features:  a large Kempsville Rescue Squad logo patch on the back; a left breast pocket; Kempsville Rescue Squad logo patch on the right breast; double-draw front zipper; front draw straps and buckle; white reflective stripes on sleeves and sides of legs; and front and rear hip pockets.





Approved undershirts must be worn with jumpsuits.





SOCKS:  Socks are required.  Dark blue or black socks are suggested.  White socks are allowed.





SHOES:  The primary consideration for shoes is personal safety.  Steel-soled and/or steel-toed shoes are suggested, as are anti-skid soles, but they are not currently required.  Shoes must completely cover the feet, and may be high-topped.  Black shoes are suggested.  Other colors are allowed.





JACKETS AND COATS:  Squad-issued jackets, including ski-jackets, windbreakers, black baseball-style jackets (for crash truck personnel) and heavy hip-length coats are appropriate.  Patches are not necessary on these jackets, and are not allowed on the squad ski-jackets.





For members to whom the squad has not issued a jacket, any jacket that does not identify another agency is acceptable.  Forest green, dark blue, or black waist-length jackets are suggested, and a military surplus store may have cost-effective alternatives.  Graphics on such jackets are not desireable, except for Stars of Life and EMS or Rescue-related text.  Jackets that identify other agencies are unacceptable.





PEN, PAPER, AND WRISTWATCH:  These items are required components of all uniforms.  A wristwatch with a sweeping second-hand is strongly suggested.





Furthermore, it shall be the policy of the Kempsville Rescue Squad that, when manning a unit for a particular call (i.e., "pick-up calls"), all squad members shall be dressed in a manner that promotes the squad as an organization of professional-quality, safety-minded volunteers.  Jumpsuits, if available, should be worn on such calls.
