Subject:		Hurricane Contingency Plans

It shall be the policy of the Kempsville Rescue Squad that, in the event of a hurricane or other identified and predictable natural, industrial, or civil disaster, the Squad Commander shall take any and all measures necessary to preclude, to the extent possible, the disruption of the Squad's service delivery capabilities.



As such predictable disasters are identified, the Squad Commander should update this Policy Statement, attach any relevant supporting documentation, and append the PROCEDURES section as appropriate.



To these ends, the following procedures are established:



PROCEDURES



1	To the extent that a Level 3, Level 4, or greater-strength hurricane is predicted to strike the Squad's service area, the Squad Commander shall, prior to the predicted strike time, reposition the Squad's vehicles and other vital operational equipment to positions of safety and high ground in accordance with the attached Storm Surge Chart, or other more up-to-date storm surge chart.



The Storm Surge Chart referenced above suggests the following:



�	The normal means of egress from the property of Fire Station 9 would be significantly compromised by flooding.

�	The majority of the Squad's primary service area would remain accessible from Fire Stations 10 and 19.

�	Chesapeake General Hospital may be the only hospital accessible by ground transportation from the high grounds of the Squad's primary service area.
