Subject:	ICS Equipment on Zone 9



Reference:	(a) Incident Management Plan for Mass Casualty Incidents, City of Virginia Beach Department of Emergency Medical Services





It shall be the policy of the Kempsville Rescue Squad that an adequate suite of Incident Command System equipment shall be maintained such that an ICS can be employed quickly, efficiently, and effectively, however, whenever, and wherever appropriate.



The definition of  “adequate” in the preceding paragraph shall be determined by the Squad Commander.  The definition of “appropriate” shall be determined on an incident-by-incident basis by the technicians involved.



The intent of this policy is to complement (not supersede) related policies of the City of Virginia Beach Department of Emergency Medical Services, including Reference (a).



To this end, the following items are enacted:



1	A set of Incident Command Vests shall be kept on Zone 9.  The set shall include, at a minimum, the vests assigned to Zone 9 by the Department.



2	There shall be, associated with each vest:



2.1	One 9"x12" clipboard;

2.2	One 9"x12" top-loadable vinyl sheet protector (into which the clipboard shall be inserted);

2.3	One copy of the Check List from Reference (a) associated with the vest (to be placed on the front face of the clipboard within the sheet protector);

2.4	Extra copies of the same Check List (to be placed on the rear face of the clipboard within the sheet protector);

2.5	One “china marker” or “grease pencil” (to be tucked under the sheet protector, underneath the clipboard’s metal clip).

The vest associated with the Check List shall be clipped to the front face of the clipboard so that the entire group of items can be handed to a technician quickly and easily.



3	The entire suite of vests, clipboards, and other associated materials shall be kept together in a translucent or semi-translucent container that can be securely mounted within a vehicle.  Consideration shall be given at all times to reducing the likelihood that this container and/or its contents may injure the vehicle’s occupants in the event of a collision.  The initial container used for this purpose shall be a plastic milk crate, through which seat belts, bungy cords, and the like can easily be passed.



4	The suite of equipment herein described may be temporarily reassigned to other manned vehicles upon approval of such reassignment by the Squad Commander.
